The Lakeshore Alliance Against Domestic
and Sexual Violence (LAADSV) and the Allegan County Coordinating
Council on Domestic Violence (ACCCDV) hosted the event.
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Joan Grillo accepted the Outstanding Agency Professional award for
Ottawa County. Grillo was nominated by Shyra Williams, Clinical Coor-
dinator at the Children’s Advocacy Center for her dedication and court
advocacy to victims of violence. Grillo serves as the Victim’s Rights Co-
ordinator in Ottawa County, created the first Crime Victim Unit in Mus-
kegon County, volunteers in countless ways in the community, and has
served on various state level victim’s rights forums and committees.

Det. Kerri Cannata was nominated by Lt. Mark Bennett of the Ottawa
County Sheriff's Office for the Outstanding Law Enforcement award in
Ottawa County. Cannata was applauded for her work with the Internet
Crimes Against Children Task Force (ICAC), working with the Chil-
dren’s Advocacy Center on child sexual abuse cases, and being an in-
strumental part of homicide investigations in domestic violence cases.

Tribune and received the Mari Martin Award for fear-
lessly giving a voice to survivors of abuse in West
Michigan by assigning her writers stories on issues
of abuse, prevention, and available services. The
Grand Haven Tribune has done several interviews
with clients at Center for Women in Transition and
other agencies, always treating the women with re-
spect and confidentiality. Accurate and credible re-
porting has provided crisis line numbers and impor-
tant service information to the community. Vargo
thanked Kyle Moroney, one of her staff writers for
her sensitive interviewing and reporting with survi-
Vors.

Chief Kenneth Giles was honored with the Out-
standing Law Enforcement award for Allegan
County. Judge William A. Baillargeon of the 57th
District Court in Allegan nominated Chief Giles for
making domestic violence training a priority for his
officers. Giles participates in educating the commu-
nity about domestic violence and helps victims to
know what community resources are available.
Douglas City Council member Martha Hoexter ac-
cepted the award on behalf of Chief Giles.

Watch Amy’s Story of Domestic Violence
Jan 26 & 30, 2011

WGVU Public Television will address the topic of domestic violence through a powerful documentary
and panel discussion, featuring experts from local organizations and hosted by WGVU’s Shelley Irwin.
Hosted by actress and advocate, Mariska Hargitay, “Telling Amy's Story” follows the timeline of a do-
mestic violence homicide that occurred in central Pennsylvania on November 8, 2001.

The victim’s parents, co-workers, law enforcement officers, and court personnel share their perspectives
on what happened to Amy in the weeks, months, and years leading up to her death.

While we will never be able to change the ending to Amy’s story, we hope that its telling can change out-
comes for the millions of victims, survivors, and loved ones affected by domestic violence everyday.

The premier broadcast will air Wednesday, January 26 at 7:30pm on WGVU-2 (Create Channel) and
repeat on Sunday, January 30 at 2pm on WGVU-HD (main channel). Charisse Mitchell, Executive Direc-
tor of Center for Women in Transition will be a participant on the panel discussion after the broadcast

with other professionals.

Stalking is defined as a willful course of conduct di-
rected at a specific person that would cause a rea-
sonable person to feel fear. Stalking is serious, often
violent, and can escalate over time.

Stalking behaviors may include threats, following,
destroying property, monitoring calls or whereabouts,
or other behaviors that are controlling or cause fear.

3 in 4 stalking victims are stalked by someone they
know.

30% of stalking victims are stalked by a current or
former intimate partner.

10% of stalking victims are stalked by a stranger.

February is National Teen
Dating Violence Awareness
and Prevention Month

Good news from the Grand Valley State University Women's
Center! The Center recently received notice that they were
approved for a $275,000 VAWA Grant that will be allocated
over the next three years. The focus of this grant will be to
transform the GVSU campus culture by developing and
strengthening educational outreach, prevention efforts, and
resources for reporting crimes of dating/domestic violence,
sexual assault, and stalking.

GVSU, like all college and university campuses, is aware of
the presence of dating/domestic violence, sexual assault and
stalking. Our campus statistics (GVSU ALERT Labs annual
anonymous random sample) parallels that of national statistics
in terms of sexual assault. Where 1 in 5 female students and
1 in 15 male students have experienced sexual assault at
some point in their lifetime by the time they took the survey.

The Center will create significantly more effective education
and prevention programs around the above issues while also
building more awareness and support for students to encour-
age them to report. Educational materials will be developed
and disseminated across the campuses. This program will en-
sure that all incoming first year students will received educa-
tion, prevention and reporting information.

The GVSU Women’s Center is looking forward to partnering
with our numerous on-campus and off-campus partners like
the YWCA, Center for Women in Transition/DELTA and area
law enforcement. This will include specialized training from
nationally recognized speakers for the theater program and
campus police training, and local experts for training with
counseling center staff.
